Diare merupakan salah satu penyakit infeksi yang menjadi penyebab morbiditas dan mortalitas anak serta

sering menimbulkan terjadinya KLB di beberapa provinsi di Indonesia. Tujuan penelitian ini adalah untuk

mengetahui faktor-faktor yang berhubungan dengan kejadian diare pada baduta di Kelurahan Pasir Putih,

Kecamatan Sawangan, Kota Depok tahun 2020. Penelitian ini menggunakan data sekunder dengan

menggunakan desain studi cross-sectional. Variabel kejadian diare pada baduta digunakan sebagai variabel

dependen, sementara variabel independen menggunakan data karakteristik lingkungan, perilaku, gizi, dan

sosiodemografi. Data kemudian dianalisis secara univariat dan bivariat. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan

bahwa sebanyak 11,3% baduta mengalami diare dalam 1 bulan terakhir. Hasil analisis bivariat menunjukkan

bahwa terdapat hubungan yang signifikan antara jarak SGL/SPT dengan TPA/TPS, kebiasaaan memotong

kuku baduta, riwayat ASI Eksklusif dan penghasilan kepala rumah tangga dengan kejadian diare pada

baduta usia 6-24 bulan.<hr /><em> Diarrhea is an infectious disease that causes child morbidity and

mortality and often causes outbreaks in several provinces in Indonesia. The purpose of this study was to

determine the factors associated with the incidence of diarrhea in children under two in the Pasir Putih

Village, Sawangan District, Depok City in 2020. This study used secondary data with a cross-sectional study

design. Incidence of diarrhea in children under two was used as the dependent variable, while the

independent variable used was environmental, behavioral, nutritional, and sociodemographic characteristics.

The data were then analyzed by univariate and bivariate analysis. The results showed that as many as 11.3%

of children under two experienced diarrhea in the last 1 month. The results of the bivariate analysis showed

that there was a significant relationship between the distance of well from nearest landfill/laystall, the habit

of cutting children's nails, the history of exclusive breastfeeding and the income of the head of the household

with the incidence of diarrhea in children aged 6-24 months.</em>
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
