first case found on Wuhan, People& rsquo;s Republic of China, in December 2019, and entered Indonesia on
2020 that caused pandemic erain Indonesia. On post-pandemic era, it is suspected there are relationship
between household condition determinants from the environment and economic status to knowledge,
perception and attitudes towards COVID-19. The research used cross-sectional study design and ssmple
random sampling. From this research, it could be seen that there is a significant relationship between
household condition and knowledge, perception and attitudes towards COVID-19. It is also known that
household condition has stronger relationship with someone& rsquo;s knowledge towards COVID-
