Posbindu programsin Depok City. The study employs a quantitative approach with a descriptive design,
followed by qualitative research involving document review and in-depth interviews. The findings indicate
that funding sources, cadre and health officer competencies, as well as cadre incentive systems impact
various aspects of the process related to the availability of educational materials such as FR PTM
monitoring books and elderly health books. Additionally, conducting the implementation on weekdays has
resulted in suboptimal participation from individuals of productive age. As aresult, enhancing cadre
competency, establishing an appropriate health cadre incentive system, and exploring more cost-effective
aternative educational resources are recommended to potentially enhance service quality for both the
